Estimated cost of $3000 for van rental with insurance ($1500) and gas ($1500).  Voted upon by committee and van for transportation to confirm.  Summer camp count will be finalized and cost per person assigned.  Payment schedule will be formulated.

Fundraiser
Concessions for Pack 1324 PW Derby on 1/26/08 will be done by Troop.  Rhonda Gill’s Sam’s Club card will be used to purchase drinks, hot dogs, chili, cheese, nachos, buns, chip bags.  Frozen briskets will be used for chopped beef sandwiches.  Further planning will take place at committee meeting on 1/21/08/

Fundraiser regarding garbage bags was passed around although not reached for discussion.
