Campus Issues:

Exterior Items:

CCC will be installing a new alarm system.  They will be taking bids on Monday afternoon at 5PM.  They will provide to us what it will cost us to have our building on a system.  They are to provide a cost before installation.  We reserve the right to refuse.

Door locks will be changed and a limited number of keys (7) will be provided to everyone.  We will have 1 key & a separate key pad code.  Our key will be kept by QM-ASM.

It is suggested that once we finish with the electrical work on the outside buildings that we run the lights all night long to help deter crime.  
CCC wants the left over paint put into their shed when we are finished.

Interior Items:
